Please note that the Department is proposing an amendment to Georgia’s approved Action Plan
for Supplemental 2008 CDBG Disaster funds and hereby request comments regarding the
proposed amendment. These funds were received by the State 7/31/2009 as authorized
pursuant to the Supplemental Appropriations Act of 2008 (Public Law 110-329) for certain 2008
flood and wind disasters designated by FEMA as disasters 1750 (3/20/08) and 1761 (5/8/08).

Because a balance of funds may remain after the initial competition and forthcoming awards and
because certain counties that were impacted by the 2008 disasters were also impacted by the
recent 2009 flood disaster declaration (Bartow, Carroll, Crawford, DeKalb, Douglas and Fulton
Counties), the Department is publishing a proposed amendment that would allow a subsequent
competition. In particular, the Department has added an activity to allow long-term redevelopment
planning activities that it believes will benefit both the 2008 and 2009 long-term recovery efforts.

Following a public comment period that will run through Tuesday, October 27, 2009, the
Department will finalize its amendment to the Plan after considering all comments and submit
same to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development for approval.
