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Readiness to Proceed Points/Building Permits

The QAP provides that in order to Obtain Readiness to Proceed Points, Applicants must include the following:

· The original building permit obtained, dated appropriately to allow construction to commence within a time frame that allows for completion in accordance with DCA requirements; or,

· An original letter from the Local Government indicating that all documentation has been received and all fees have been paid to allow construction to commence as indicated on the permits.  The letter must also reference the project name, address and number of units and include a copy of the building permit.

DCA has received several inquiries from Local Governments in regard to this provision of the QAP.  Points will only be awarded under this provision if DCA can determine from the documents submitted in the Application that the Local Government has received all of the documents required for the permit.  Letters from the Local Government that provide that the issuance of the permit is contingent on receipt of additional documentation, including but not limited to plans and drawings,  or original permits which also have such contingencies on their face, will not be considered for points.
