	Requests for pre-approval of Threshold environmental requirements must be submitted to DCA on or before April 15, 2008 for environmental review and clearance. In the event an Applicant is unable to complete his completed environmental documentation by that date, he may request additional time to submit the Threshold environmental requirements up to and including the submission of the environmental documentation in the application.  For projects that are submitted by the April 15, 2008 deadline and pass the environmental review, clearance letters will be issued prior to the application round. All Threshold environmental determinations made at pre-application will be conditioned on DCA’s site visit after receipt of the full application.  Determinations that a project meets environmental threshold requirements will be deemed to have been withdrawn from consideration if the Applicant does not submit his full application on the 2008 Application Intake Day.


	All documentation that is required at application must be submitted as a part of the pre-application process. These items include: 

1. Phase I report

2. Phase II report, if recommended

3. Environmental Certification

4. Owner Environmental Questionnaire and Disclosure Statement

5. Property Log and Information Checklist
In addition, if you are requesting HOME, the following documentation must also be submitted:

6. HOME and HUD Environmental Questionnaire



	Please note that the eight-step process for floodplains and/or wetlands does not have to be completed as a part of the pre-application submittal, but must be submitted at Application.

	Noise Waiver Directions

	

	All new construction and rehabilitation projects must meet the DCA requirements for sound. The DCA and HUD Noise Limitations must be met at 45dB for interior locations and 65dB for exterior locations. DCA policy also states that exterior noise levels of 75db are unacceptable.  This waiver process allows DCA to determine whether projects that do exceed 75 db qualify for an exception to the policy.  Exceptions to this policy will only be made if the project incorporates noise attenuation that clearly reduces interior and exterior noise levels within acceptable levels or the applicant submits sufficient documentation to allow DCA to determine that the overriding policy considerations associated with completing the project outweigh the unacceptable noise levels.   Public Policy considerations may include an overwhelming need for the proposed housing, revitalization efforts, rehabilitation or modernization of existing projects. Placement of buildings and amenities outside noise sensitive zones may also be considered.  DCA will also make an exception if the project has HUD funding and has received a HUD waiver.   The noise waiver will only be valid in regards to the site plan, noise assessment and attenuation plan submitted with the waiver request.  Any deviations at application will result in the invalidity of the waiver.  All sound mitigation costs must be included in the construction development budget. Absent a DCA waiver, a project cannot exceed 75dB of exterior noise as initially evaluated by an environmental professional, regardless of whether mitigation proposes to reduce exterior noise to acceptable levels.
The following items must be submitted if a noise waiver is requested:
1. The noise assessment/study
2. The noise attenuation plan that clearly reduces interior and exterior noise levels within acceptable levels; or the applicant submits sufficient documentation to allow DCA to determine that the overriding policy considerations associated with completing the project outweigh the unacceptable noise levels
3. A site map which clearly shows the Noise Assessment Locations (NALs), noise contours, the location of buildings and amenities, and the location of proposed mitigation
4. A HUD waiver, if the project has HUD funding and has received a HUD waiver.
